Introductions

SDIR Registry/bmi                                                     Phil Nader, Anne Cordon, & Altarum Representatives
· Anne Cordon of the San Diego Immunization Registry introduced a BMI measure for the registry.  To develop it, she and Phil Nader have partnered with individuals from the Altarum Institute. Altarum is a Washington, DC-based health systems research institute which has been assisting the state of Michigan with implementation of a state-mandated BMI measure within its immunization registries.  
· Phil explained that with the help of Altarum, the hope is to implement Michigan’s work here in San Diego in the following ways:
· Engaging provider groups and clinics to populate registry with electronic data
· Conduct pilots with providers to determine what kind of components they would like incorporated into the system.
· Amy and Beth spoke further about their organization.  Altarum invested $7 million in systems change for childhood obesity.  Currently some of that money is going toward Michigan’s project.
· Anne explained that the data in San Diego’s immunization registry are populated manually out of a provider’s billing system.  She reported that a couple of area clinics are in the process of transitioning data to electronic medical records through a software known as Epic.  Tanya Dansky added that this program is scheduled to go live August 1 at CPCMG.  
· Anne will get Tanya Dansky a list of the doctors currently using the registry among her clinics.

· Lynne Farrell reported that the Council of Community Clinics have already plotted BMI but they are in the process of evolving into EMR.  Phil asked if there is a specific clinic that would be open to the pilot project, and Lynne said that Vista Community Clinic may be willing.  At this time, no others are electronic.  

· Phil asked Lynne to have a representative from the Council of Community Clinics to sit on the SDIR/BMI project, and he will also talk to James Beaubeaux offline about the San Diego County Medical Society’s involvement.

· Phil Nader updated the group on the Partnership for Primary Prevention (PPP) group, a partnership consisting of individuals from Rady Children’s Hospital, UCSD, and SDSU that formed with the purpose of improving childhood obesity prevention during the arilest years,  from pregnancy until about 4 years of age.  Activities include electronic health messages to parents and education to OB/GYNs and pediatricians to alter their messaging.
· Cheri Fidler updated the group on 211 San Diego’s nutrition and obesity services.  There has been ongoing outreach through the Healthcare Domain to increase awareness of 211, including presentations, mailings of resources such as the BMI wheel and prescription pad, surveys, academic detailings to providers’ offices, etc. Statistics are currently available monitoring the usage of the site.  Currently, links are now available for research studies and in the near future, the website’s appearance will be revamped.  JuliAnna will look into getting counts for the number of hits to specific segments of 211.
· Cheryl said that she will talk to Phil and Dana Richardson, who will be presenting at a training for Healthy San Diego providers. Healthy San Diego is a program which informs people about Medi-Cal and their health choices. She will ask them to include information about 211 and SDIR in the presentation.  
· Tanya Dansky reported that on August 11, Kerri Boutelle will present to CPCMG physicians on her study concerning childhood/adolescent overweight and obesity.
