1.  Introductions
2. Refocusing of Media and Marketing Domain: “Watchdog” Role—Christine W and Katie S
· Katie S. reported that the clipping service she is subscribed to sends a lot of Spanish language media updates on childhood obesity.  Because this service costs money, she asked the group if we are going to consider these headlines.  The group decided that it would not look at the Spanish language headlines since the majority of them are not covering community efforts, so Katie will exclude these from the clipping service.
· Erica has been looking for articles relating to community efforts to prevent childhood obesity and/or promotion of healthy eating/physical activity.  The group must figure out a system to review all of the articles as a team and develop criteria for “award-winning” media
· Kate B. suggested developing a rating system for the articles

· Media would receive the highest ratings if they tie the focus of the piece back to community efforts to prevent childhood obesity.  These authors/reporters would receive communication from the COI indicating their eligibility to be considered for a media award.  

· Articles that cover the topics of healthy living but do not clearly highlight the link back to community-based childhood obesity prevention would receive a slightly lower rating and would not be considered for awards, yet the author/reporter of the piece would also receive communication from the COI commending their efforts and suggestions for enhancing the message.  

· Any articles that receive a rating any lower than this do not effectively cover the topics of healthy eating/physical activity or childhood obesity prevention, and will not be considered.
· Chris W and Cheryl will draft the letters that will be sent to reporters notifying them of their article’s possible eligibility to receive a COI media award.
· Erica will continue to select articles for review through RSS feeds.  She will also investigate whether or not local TV/Radio have RSS Feeds to subscribe to.  She and Kate will work on a process for collecting, rating, and reviewing the articles.  Erica will send out a list to the group members with the dates of the next 8 Mondays so that each week someone will be assigned media for review.

· The group also discussed individuals that would be eligible to serve on the media review board to officially judge the articles for awards.
