I. Introductions
II. Review of Updated Workplans
· Recognition Awards
i. Chris mentions that this is being implemented through the newsletter right now (domain partner highlight).  Katie said that the other element would be to provide domain champions with template certificate.  Katie suggests that this be presented at the September LC meeting.  Erica will design the layout for the certificate for distribution to domain champions after layout is approved by M&M work group.  The intent is that the domain champs will request a certificate for people within their domain that they would like to recognize with the award.  
ii. Cheryl said that currently, certain domains have been talking about giving awards, but have not as of yet focused on individuals.  For example, the government domain has considered giving an award to cities for mixed-use planning, such as San Marcos and Encinitas. The group said this is a good idea and that perhaps the plan should be updated to reflect it.  Katie suggested that we present this to the LC council.  Cheryl suggests that any updates made to work plans be dated so that everyone knows when the changes are made.  Chris will make the updates about certificate templates and awards for organizations.  Katie will send Chris the information she needs about the recognition awards.
· ICANSANDIEGO
i. Currently the program is on hold as Kate looks for funding.  Jenna said that her program, The Live Well Initiative of La Mesa, is also looking for funding for the project’s faith and business communities and said she wants to be sure that their work is not overlapping Kate’s.
· PUSH Toolkit
i. Chris will contact Katherine Gomez about the progress she is making in Scripps Ranch via the PUSH toolkit.  Katie said that this is the month where we have a chance of promoting this with leagues.  Cheryl said that she tried to contact the Padres to facilitate meetings for us with different leagues, since they are sponsoring the building of several little leagues, but was unsuccessful.  Katie volunteered to follow up with Sue Botos on this matter….either ASA or little league of their choice…to help us kick this off.  Cheryl also mentioned that one of Cynthia Vicknair’s contacts has connections in Scripps Ranch and it is an option to pursue the town little league in that way.  Chris added that she has been writing articles for Youth Sports Fitness and she can talk to the editor about writing an article on the toolkit.  Erica will check to see how many people have downloaded the PUSH Toolkit and let Chris know.  As far as funding goes—Chris said that we have a letter of intent completed, Cheryl said that we can apply next year for the RWJF Healthy Eating by Design grant.
· Media Advocacy and Relations
i. Katie said that she will keep track in her file of what media meetings we’ve had since Sept 08, will send them to Chris.  This will help us evaluate our work.
·     COI Journalism Award
I. The group reviews the document that outlines the process for this workplan.  Erica passes around an example article, and the group refines the process.  There needs to be a second review, because so far the rating system has not really captured the criteria that we initially set up.  Katie suggested that every time we get a rated article, we bring it to the next M&M meeting.  She added that perhaps we can stick with this review system for now and then Cheryl and Katie will look more closely at articles.  Erica will keep track of individuals that are assigned for a particular week to review.  Katie will be a default if someone cannot do it, and Erica will send a follow up if whoever is assigned if she doesn’t get anything from them.  Katie asked that a sample article/rating sheet is passed around at the LC meeting.  The group goes over the steps that Kate B outlined in her handout and revises the process a little bit.  Katie S will revise the document.  One main modification is that awards will be announced quarterly rather than yearly, but one step is going to be to select an honorary committee full of credible members that would be engaged for an extended period of time.  Cheryl said that we could discuss this with the LC council.  Katie suggested Bill Menish would definitely be a good candidate.  Katie will contact him to invite him as a member of the honorary review committee to get his feedback. We would only really need approx. 3 members.  Group agrees that it will aim for December for the first round for award announcements.  
II. Lastly the group looks over the draft language for the letters to make changes.  Erica will revise and send to M & M workgroup in time to present a revised version at the September LC meeting.
III. Heidi Rataj arrives at the meeting in the middle of the Journalism Award discussion and introduced herself.  Her media company, Mindeliver Media, worked with Kate on the ICANSANDIEGO campaign, and she is interested in participating in the M&M workgroup, particularly to offer insight on social media, both online and traditional.
