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Media & Marketing Meeting 3/2/10

I. Introductions

II. Recap of Media Activities/Announcements (Katie S)
· Katie began this discussion by reporting on her and Sandra’s diet plan that prohibits processed foods.  They have been reporting to each other weekly on their progress, challenges, “cheats,” and other information sharing.  
· Katie reported that one of the key findings is that although this effort has taken more time, it does not cost more money.

· Kate B suggested that it might be a good idea to present the challenges of this project to the Business Domain by writing a position paper.  The information that Katie and Sandra accumulate through the experience will also be good material for the COI blogging work plan.
· Katie reported that Fox News San Diego covered the Youth Engagement & Action for Health (YEAH!) toolkit as a part of a segment on childhood obesity prevention.  Cheryl, Jenna, Deidre Kleske of CA Project LEAN and Sadie Sponsler of Lemon Grove School District all had a chance to interview.  The report coincided with Michelle Obama’s announcement of the national “Let’s Move” campaign designed to fight childhood obesity.  
· Katie said that this is the best broadcast coverage that COI has ever received because it emphasized the problem in terms of policy/environmental change.

· A result of this coverage led to the realization that there is no real B-roll footage that accurately capture environmental/policy change.  Most of the B-roll for obesity prevention stories feature overweight individuals. Katie reported that COI will be partnering with the Strategic Alliance to create B-roll that more accurately describes obesity prevention from an environmental/policy level.  i.e. footage of a park with good signage and lighting, or a farmer’s market.  This will be a COI work plan.  Katie will present on it at the next meeting.
· Cheryl added that currently COI is working on a response to an article that criticizes usage of food stamps.  This piece, authored by Ruben Navarette and featured in the Sacramento Bee, is sending the wrong message about food stamps.  We want to encourage participation, not discourage it.

III. Journalism Award
· The group discussed the importance of making a decision about the J Award Expert Review Committee.  Right now, Bill Menish and Michael _____ have confirmed their participation on this panel.  Richard Louv, co-founder of the Children & Nature Network (C & NN) and author of Last Child in the Woods, is another possibility.  Cheryl reported that a representative of C & NN contacted her and she is coming to today’s Healthcare meeting.  Cheryl will discuss with her the possibility of having Richard Louv participate on the panel.
· The group discussed finalizing the panel by the end of the week.  Two other individuals that will be considered include Carol LeBeau and the Dean of the Media & Communications Department at SDSU.  Katie will ask Bill Menish about Carol LeBeau and Cheryl will contact Jim Sallis at SDSU to see if he can facilitate a connection with the Dean of that department.

· Kate made some edits to the nomination and almost-nomination letters and presented them to the group for input. Kate will update the draft and distribute to the group once all the edits have been incorporated.
· Cheryl said that we need to double-check to see if Amita Sharma of PBS is one of our nominees.  She covered the food series that PBS ran a couple of months ago that covered food systems in a way that COI supports.  Katie explained that if we are going to incorporate broadcast media into the first round of awards, we need a budget to purchase the clips in order for the panel to review them.  
· Kate suggested that we should focus on print media at least while we roll out the award.  Investments in time and money may need to be made if we want to be sure we are reviewing the full scope of media.  Cheryl said that she may look into getting a copy of the PBS clip.  
· Katie and Erica will work together to compare the media found through Katie’s clipping services and the media found by Erica’s searches.  Erica pointed out that she has not had time lately to do the searches and that it might be better to have the clipping service as a back up. If the clipping service appears to be providing a lot more content, it’s an investment to consider.
