	Presentation:
Children’s Power Play! Campaign
(Michael Gieck)
	· Michael Gieck presented on the Children’s Power Play! Campaign, a project of the UCSD-Network for a Healthy California.  The Network is a statewide effort of the California Department of Public Health in partnership with the USDA that focuses on empowering the low-income community to practice better nutrition and lifestyle changes.
· Children’s Power Play! is a coordinated school health program focused on 4th and 5th graders.  Its funding originates in the USDA, and federal guidelines require that it is operated in schools with 50% or greater need for free and reduced lunch.  The nutrition and physical activity messages incorporated into the campaign are sensitive to USDA recommendations.

· The campaign aims to train and support teachers and site leaders to create healthy learning environments and promote access to fruits and vegetables as well as safe places to play.  In addition, the campaign helps participating schools to connect with community partners.

· Michael explained that the campaign targets children in the age 9-11 group because it is around this age that control of the child’s diet becomes shared between the parent and the child.  A lot of food habits, including likes and dislikes, are established at around this age as well. Therefore, nutrition education intervention is appropriate at this time.

· Michael showed the group some examples of the print materials that are used as part of the curriculum for the program.  There are idea and resource kits available for both schools and youth organizations.  

· Michael reported that the Network will start working with the San Diego Padres FriarFit program starting in March to provide program incentives.  For instance, any school that participates by teaching the Power Play! program will receive incentives, such as free Padres tickets for the teacher and free pedometers and other small gifts for the students.

· The group was interested in hearing about the challenges of the program.  Michael explained that getting teachers to modify their curriculum to teach nutrition is one huge challenge.  Class sizes are very large these days and federal standards tend to concentrate on Language Arts, Math, and Science.  

· Druann wondered if there were any components of the program that touch on oral health.  Michael said that it depends on the teacher that’s adopted the program.  

· JuliAnna asked if the summer lunch sites could use this program.  Michael explained that there are curricula that have been modified to fit settings that fall outside of school hours.  The kit for community youth organizations has materials that a summer program would be encouraged to use.

	Member Announcements
	· Druann Andrecht announced that today is the first day that the San Diego County Dental Society would start taking actual appointments for the free seal and varnish clinic on February 27 at the Dental Hygiene School in National City.  She reported that they are expecting to see 500 children that day.  
· Druann added that on March 12, there will be an Oral Health Forum at the UCSD offices in City Heights. Please turn in your reservation as soon as possible.  She also said that Share the Care is available to provide technical assistance to schools in order to identify any federal or state dollars earmarked for oral health assessments.
· JuliAnna announced that Chef Anne Cooper will be speaking at 6pm on February 18 at the Natural History Museum as a part of the sustainable food lecture series that have been running there all year.  Chef Cooper, an advocate and activist for healthy school food, will be talking about her program and what she does for a living.  This is a great way to learn about how the school cafeteria can support a district’s wellness policy.

· JuliAnna also reported that there is a new bill coming out in California—a proposed soda tax.  She said she suspects that this bill will make it through within the next few years.  There is also a bill on the table that will try to take sugary sports drinks out of schools.

· JuliAnna added that AB 351 and AB 1569, two bills that would have exempted certain students from the PE requirement, have both died and neither will get pushed through to law.

· Leticia Gonzalez announced that SPARK is launching a new family website.  She passed around a flyer containing its information, and encouraged group members to promote site within their schools.

· Jenna Kirschenman announced that there is a legislative team through Live Well.  Live Well is a public health initiative with a similar focus to COI, but concentrated specifically in Spring Valley and La Mesa communities.  Jenna said that the legislative team functions to provide the community with support for advocacy issues.  The group can provide support for parents of students that want to advocate for school-related issues such as protecting the budget.
· Sue Coffman announced that HHSA is still advising people to go for their H1N1 vaccine.  They will be provided through April.
