	Link between Asthma and Obesity: What Schools Can Do
(Luis Lechuga, American Lung Association)
	· Luis Lechuga distributed some information on the programs and services that ALA offers locally.  He also distributed an article discussing a study that explored the link between obesity and asthma.  It was discovered that people with obesity are three times as likely to have asthma.
· ALA is interested in this link and several of their programs highlight the connection.  Luis mentioned that ALA also advocates for changes at the policy level, much like COI. Once example is an anti-idling policy near schools in Imperial Valley.
· Danielle McGhee, also with ALA, added that ALA is holding their 2010 Fight for Air Walk on November 14.  This is a great opportunity to support an initiative that works toward improving children’s health.  It will be held at the Embarcadero and it is free to register.

	Presentation:

Communities Putting Prevention to Work (CPPW) Grant—Farm to School
(Jonathan Reinbold, Tierra Miguel Foundation & JuliAnna Arnett, COI)
	· Jonathan Reinbold serves as the director of Tierra Miguel Foundation, a 501(c)(3) charitable organization offering education programs to inform and educate on the value of local, sustainable agricultural practices and to demonstrate these practices on their mid-scale produce farm.
· Tierra Miguel Foundation is subcontracted through CPPW to work with San Diego Growers Collaborative, COI and others to develop the CPPW interventions related to farm-to-school and other institutions as well as the development of the regional distribution center.  They also have funding for processing equipment associated with distribution.
· Jonathan provided some background on the growing climate here in San Diego and some of the challenges that San Diego County’s many small farms face with the limitations on land and water.  
· Some of the work TMF is doing includes helping these small farms to profit from the potential benefits of aggregating their product so that it becomes easier to make available to institutions such as schools, hospitals, and other institutions with purchasing power.  Having a regional distribution center in San Diego County would make this solution a possibility.  Therefore, it can become easier for school districts to benefit from the availability of fresh and locally-produced product.
· There are barriers on both sides—the local agriculture side and the institution side.  For example, neither side currently has infrastructure to support this exchange.
· Currently SDUSD operates a Harvest of the Month program through which a particular crop is selected from a local source and is purchased for use within the schools.  For instance, the crop for the month of October is oranges from a local grower.
· He also reported that there is a group of 15 school districts within San Diego County that have unified to form the North County Consortium.  The purpose for this body is for the schools to combine their purchasing power in order to source “hot commodity products” such as paper products and dairy.  This collaborative may now be considering coordinated buying of produce.  It is led by Pamela Lambert of Escondido Union High School Dist.
· SDUSD  is ready to open a large food storage facility; Jonathan cited lack of storage space as one of the challenges associated with farm-to-institution.  There are very few in the county.
· Amelia Barile-Simon asked if there is opportunity to order large quantities of product in the instance that an organization does not have price limitations.  Jonathan reported that with the development of the regional distribution hub, it will also be easier to develop a platform so that consumers can order directly from the web, but for now, it is acceptable to order whatever quantity is needed via phone.
· Several were also curious as to how these efforts are being promoted to consumers.  Jonathan said that some of the funds associated with CPPW and internal funds of TMF are dedicated to the dissemination of information through media efforts/promotional materials.
· Jonathan also announced that TMF will be hosting a “La Tomatina Festival” for the community.  Information will be emailed to the group.
· JuliAnna proceeded to describe another component of the local procurement efforts—The Farm to School Task Force.  This group was developed in partnership with Whole Foods Market and the COI. WFM convened meetings with SDUSD after it sponsored a visit from Chef Anne Cooper (the “Renegade Lunch Lady”) to promote whole and local foods at an appearance at a SDUSD charter school. Both entities were interested in continuing to expand farm to school efforts. The COI was invited by WFM to facilitate the group and include interested districts.
· The Farm to School Task Force is working with schools to share best practices for modifying bidding processes, connect food services to local farms and chefs, and facilitate sourcing of local foods. School food service directors, chefs, business owners, and other stakeholders have been working in conjunction with COI and its aforementioned partners to do this work.
· JuliAnna pointed out that the task force realizes that all schools and school districts have different needs.  The task force serves a variety of districts and encourages flexibility among partners to support each other’s needs.  
· The next farm to school task force meeting is on November 3,11 to 1:30pm at Stone Brewery in Escondido.
