	Communities Putting Prevention to Work—CPPW
(Carey Riccitelli)
	· An overview of the CPPW was given by Carey Riccitelli. 

· A Media Advisory Committee is in process of being formed; they are meeting this Thursday to discuss this further and a website will be created. 

· Discussion took place regarding how the CPPW staff in charge of the media intervention and COI can interact together to accomplish the goals established through the grant. 

· The point was made that the COI can assist with sustainability of CPPW interventions.
	
	

	Review Media Domain Workplans
	· The group went over each of the Media Domain work plans, which are created to document progress of COI projects.  The Media domain currently has 4 active work plans that were last updated in April 2010.
· For the Journalism Award work plan, Katie Shultz explained that COI is currently in pursuit of partnership with SDSU’s School of Journalism and Media Studies Dean.  This partnership could resolve some of the barriers that COI has faced with accomplishing this work plan, such as limited resources to publicize or make sustainable.  Future planning of a kick-off event and award ceremony will proceed after securing partnership.
· For the Media Advocacy and Relations work plan, Katie reported that this is an ongoing project.  At present, she and COI staff have worked together to create a speakers bureau, which is a list of partners that have been identified as people the media can contact to receive expertise on certain topics.  When topic-specific coverage is not the case, Cheryl Moder is the COI media spokesperson.  The speakers bureau and the media coverage that has occurred in the past 6 months will complete this work plan’s update.

· The Power Up for Sports and Health (PUSH) Toolkit is in the process of transitioning to another domain.  The toolkit is designed to provide parents and coaches of children involved with sports with information on eating healthy around the time of their practices and games.  This domain originally took on the development of the PUSH Toolkit, and it may transition to the Schools and After-school Domain for implementation.  

· The COI Recognition and Awards program work plan will be updated by Erica.  There are two components to this work plan—recognition of domain partners in the COI monthly newsletter and recognition certificates for partners that have done outstanding work in their field.  To date, 20 partners have been recognized through the newsletter and 29 partners have received recognition certificates.

· JuliAnna explains the newest work plan, which was just created.  COI is working on a media campaign targeting families with children aged 0-5.  The partners are North County Community Services and Network for a Healthy CA.  Media will focus on promotion of NCCS’s farm to preschool program, which will expand this year to two additional preschools.  There will also be monthly newsletters to parents and workshops for them to learn about the foods their kids are receiving through the program.

· The speakers bureau list and policy will be presented to the COI Leadership Council meeting on September 13.

	Future Projects/Updates
	· After going over the domain activities, the group continued talking about how COI and CPPW staff can work together to leverage the media work on both sides.
· Dan Bennett said that collaboration is definitely possible, but they will know more about how this would look as the grant progresses and projects materialize.  

· Carey said that they would like to continue to attend COI Media Domain meetings because it will help CPPW staff to understand the “big picture” of obesity prevention that COI has taken on.

· Kate suggested that the CPPW staff look at the Childhood Obesity Action Plan document to see what this domain’s strategies are to see if it will help their work.  She also mentioned a couple of activities that the CPPW might like to be involved in, such as the creation of a social media plan.

· Dan agreed that they could incorporate COI messaging into theirs, and could even work together to develop a list of common terms that everyone could use to unify messaging to the media.  There is a need in the state for a common language on efforts to combat obesity through environmental/policy change.

	· Kate goes over her ICANATWORK program with the new partners at the table; it is a worksite wellness network that she has developed for employers to connect with one another to share best practices and resources on implementing effective worksite wellness programming.

· Melanie Briones updated the group on the status of the Live Well Initiative, a healthy living initiative focused in La Mesa and Spring Valley.  The consultant phase of the project is over, and this will be her last meeting under the purview of this program.

· UCSD is moving forward with the CPPW contract.

· One of SDCOE’s CPPW responsibilities is to create/distribute media to schools.  The messaging is related to school wellness policy and also connecting it to the overarching localized campaign that CPPW has charged UCSD with creating.  Charles Daleo also mentioned that SDCOE doesn’t have a coordinated school wellness department, so this will go out to individual districts.

· Carey Riccitelli said that HHSA is in the process of developing community forums to discuss what the Health Strategy Agenda will look like.  This is a County initiative that plans to improve health service delivery.  Forums will be held in all 6 health service regions of the county, starting with East County on September 16.  
	· Carey asked if COI could post a link to the “Building Better Health” website.  Cheryl and Carey will talk offline about cross-collaborative promotions.
