	Communities Putting Prevention to Work

(CPPW) in Media:

UCSD (Dan Bennett)


	· Dan Bennett of UCSD and contractor for the CPPW media campaign presented on preliminary activities of the CPPW media campaign, now known as “Healthy Works” in San Diego County.

· The national campaign will be administered through the CDC and each community funded through CPPW is charged with localizing the campaign. The national campaign slogan has been announced as “Help Make This Real”.

·  San Diego’s advisory group is working with AdEase, a Bay-area agency, while also coordinating with the CDC on print ads, commercials, radio and social media. There will be continuing coordination with the COI Media Domain as well.
·  The new Healthy Works logo was presented.   Carey Riccitelli, a CPPW media advisory campaign lead with HHSA, is currently working on finalizing the Healthy Works logo for public use, and usage guidelines for contractors will be discussed.  
· Dan pointed out the benefit of having two different campaign names, both local and national.  It will give the public a more dimensional understanding of the campaign.
· He clarified that CPPW can still be regarded as a name for the grant, but Healthy Works is the public name of the programming and associated campaign.

· On February 2, the Healthy Works was launched at Balboa Park.  Dan gave an overview of the launch and talked about the media coverage that day and various aspects of CPPW media that have already been planned and/or implemented: i.e. signage for encouragement activities will be created for events like Bike to School and Walk to School days.  

· Another early component of the campaign includes a Farm to School event in October 2010 at Emerson Elementary School (SD Unified).  
· A new website is being designed for Healthy Works and will go fully live on February 28.
· Dan invited the community to help to spread the messaging of Healthy Works through means of social media such as Facebook and Twitter. There will also be location-based media for special events.

	Committee Member Announcements
	· Kim Wright announced that March is the month for local broccoli in select school districts in the County, including San Diego Unified. The staff will receive training on food preparation and the produce will be used in several ways.

· Deirdre Kleske said that the CA Dept. of Education’s Training and Education Needs Assessment Advisory Committee is seeking suggestions on training needs for food service staff, such as 1) preparation skills for using farm-fresh produce and 2) how to safely use produce from school gardens in meal programs.

· JuliAnna Arnett, the Healthy Works Food Policy Manager, announced that on Wednesday, March 2 at Stone Brewery, the Farm to School Task Force will hold its monthly meeting. The task force is working to change food services procurement policies and systems and to provide wellness policy recommendations related to using local produce.
· Naomi Butler mentioned that these procurement practices and ideas not only supply schools with healthful, local foods but it also builds the capacity of local growers to sustain the business.  She said that Tierra Miguel Foundation worked with schools and growers to coordinate the growing of the broccoli for next month’s school meal menus.

· There was a discussion of the financial impact on schools of not selling competitive foods (foods outside the meal program, which generally are of lower nutritional value). Deirdre recommended people look at Project LEAN’s case studies on the subject that show there is actually a positive financial impact in the long run, as well as immediate positive health impacts for the students.

· Deirdre announced that annual conference for AAHPERD (American Alliance for Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance) is hosting a “Let’s Move in Schools” launch in PETCO Park on March 31 as part of its annual conference. Paige has not confirmed if this event is open to the public. Cheryl said that the COI would be happy to promote this.
· Jamie Moody, SDSU/MOVE, reported on behalf of the Early Childhood Domain. Occidental College has launched a preschool garden pilot program in Escondido. A demonstration workshop for other preschool directors/providers will be held on April 29 and will include a cooking demonstration. Time TBA. 
· Melanie Cohn, COI manager, announced that the SDSU graduate program is looking for students from middle schools, high schools and after-school programs as well as faith-based groups to work with graduate students on a YEAH! project. 
· Billy Beltz from SPARK announced that new early childhood activity DVDs are available, placing the previous version at-cost for $20 instead of $100 plus $7.95 S&H.  He also mentioned that SPARK will be holding its own Let’s Move in School event on April 1.
· Maggie Shordon with Kaiser announced that Healthy Ones is pairing with the PTA to lead healthy fundraisers in Lemon Grove. There will be a jog-a-thon on March 23. Maggie suggests a focus be made to provide healthy lunches rather than just eliminate snack carts. These lunches have especially helped lower income students.
· JuliAnna Arnett announced that the two Regional Garden Education Centers have been chosen. They will be announced later this week and will offer three types of curricula: basic gardening education, development and school and after-school integration. This is a project of Healthy Works.
· Christine Wood, MD announced that she is looking for obesity and eating disorder professionals interested in collaborating at an upcoming conference. Obesity and eating disorder have common root causes and the professionals from both groups may gain from collaboration. USD’s Chapter of the International Association of Eating Disorder Professionals is hosting a free lecture called “The Religion of Thinness” which explores issues of disordered eating and the impact of media/society on body image (February 23). 
· Deirdre Kleske announced that CA Department of Education has clarified that federal funding for after-school snacks may be used at schools that provide an extended school day, in addition to after-school programs.
· Deirdre announced that scholarships for the Childhood Obesity Conference in San Diego are available to teams of two students and one adult who work towards health advocacy and promotion. The deadline to apply for the scholarships is March 18.

· The March15 School and After-School Domain meeting will feature a presentation by SANDAG on their Safe Routes to School work under Healthy Works (CPPW grant)

· . The April 5 Healthcare Domain meeting will feature a presentation by Sharon Hillidge of Chula Vista Elem. School District on the findings of a district-wide BMI collection for all 23,000 pre-K to 6th grade students.
