	Summer Meal Program
	· Katie reported that the San Diego Hunger Coalition plans to present the summer meal plan report at their networking meeting on 3/30/11.
· The Community Domain would like to hold a follow up meeting to the one at SDHC for providers who are interested in hosting a summer meal plan site, for sponsors, and for organizations who are unaware of the program. The event (“Summer Meal Program 101”) would provide background information on the summer meal program, how to enroll, and what is required.
· This meeting can also connect with current sites to see if they are interested in expanding.

· Invitees could include: Boys & Girls Clubs, YMCA, Parks & Recreation, school districts, faith communities (eg. Golden Share), Family Resource Centers, WIC, food banks, etc.

· Katie gave a summary of the summer meal program:

1) Summer school is one of the first things to be cut when schools have budget shortages. The schools look for ways to still use staff during the summer months and to feed their students.

2) The program targets places where kids already convene, but there are also sites that use the program as an attraction. Meals are free for children ages 0-18.

3) The Family Resource Center in East County is a host site; the school district funds and prepares the meals and mans a table at the FRC, and the FRC provides the table and chair. This site also sells meals to adults for $2 each.

4) The sponsor organization is responsible for distributing the meals.

· Cheryl recently gave a presentation in Riverside County, where they use the summer meal program to host barbecues.
