	Presentation:

National Children’s Study
(Howard Taras, MD)


	·  Dr. Howard Taras made a presentation about the National Children’s Study, a nationwide study that will examine the effects of the environment, as broadly defined to include factors such as air, water, diet, sound, family dynamics, community and cultural influences, and genetics on the growth, development, and health of children across the United States, following them from before birth until age 21 years. The goal of the Study is to improve the health and well-being of children and contribute to understanding the role various factors have on health and disease. Findings from the Study will be made available as the research progresses, making potential benefits known to the public as soon as possible.
· Obesity was a major impetus for this study, but not the only one.  All outcomes believed to be impacted by the environment will be examined.
· There are certain “vanguard” locations across the US, which Howard explained as the cities that began the study a year ahead of the game in terms of recruiting participants, etc.  There are vanguard locations in Southern California.

· Some group members wondered how the study accounts for transients, since the study is designed to follow subjects from before birth to age 21.  Howard explained that once enrolled, a subject is tracked as closely as possible.  If enrolled in one city but later residing in another, the study would collect data and track subject as closely as possible within the new city.  As one of the National Children’s Study locations, San Diego is responsible for monitoring those study subjects living in and near San Diego as well as those that cross the border.

	SDSU Grant Proposal

(Jamie Moody)
	· Jamie Moody, Early Childhood domain champion and researcher at SDSU, reported on some funding ideas to gain feedback from the Healthcare domain.  She provided background into some research that SDSU conducted with Latino immigrants.  The focus of the research was to work with the families to address BMI.  She said that SDSU’s Institute for Behavioral Health (IBACH), the department responsible for the study, would like to apply the findings to the community by developing some kind of a technological tool to assist physicians in addressing BMI with families.  

· Jamie asked the group for their input on whether they thought healthcare providers or their supporting staff would use such a tool.  

· Phyllis shared what she discovered through her work on the Partnership for Primary Prevention project, which aimed to engage doctors in a similar way.  She said that this had many challenges; giving providers a tracking tool aside from what they’re already required to use puts additional responsibility on the provider.  She said that through PPP, they found that placing the responsibility with the patient instead of the provider was more likely to ensure a continuum of care.
· Alyson Spencer of CPMG pointed out that if a portable tool were developed for use by physicians, it would have to be designed in a way where it did not violate HIPAA laws; having patient information in a portable electronic form is a risk.

· Jamie said that whatever the tool would be, she and her team of researchers were only interested in developing something that doctors would really want to use, and would consider purchasing.

· Phyllis said she’d be happy to share some of her ideas with Jamie that she put together when she worked on the Partnership for Primary Prevention.

· Alyson added that due to all of the health information exchange developments underway in the region as a result of the Beacon grant, use of electronic medical records is increasing.  These developments could facilitate the possibility that a provider would take interest in an electronic tool.

· Dr. Serpas also suggested targeting residents instead of physicians that have been practicing for some time.  She said that individuals working on their residency are more likely to develop new habits/behaviors and it may be easier to encourage them to use a new tool.  

· Another member of the group said that the nurse practitioners she works with expressed that they enjoy learning through media, and may be interested in something small and portable.

	Update from the CPMG Annual Physicians Meeting

(Phyllis Hartigan)
	· Phyllis Hartigan and Alyson Spencer reported on the Children’s Physicians Medical Group (CPMG) Annual Physicians meeting, held June 2, 2011. Alyson Spencer estimated that about 120-150 pediatricians attended the meeting.

· COI had a booth at the event to promote the menu of advocacy options project from the Healthcare, Schools and Early Childhood domains.  Partners from these domains have been working on creating resources, such as the “menu”,  for physicians to use as they advocate for childhood obesity prevention.    

· Howard Taras, who worked the COI booth, commented that there was a lot of interest among the providers, but felt there may have been too much information in the packets handed out.  
	
	

	Update on 211

(Phyllis Hartigan)
	· Phyllis discussed the 211 San Diego Physical Activity and Nutrition database, originally developed as a one-stop shop for physicians to use when referring patients to weight management services in the region.  Surveys indicated that providers had been looking for such a referral service, so the database was created partially as a response to this need. The development of this database was funded by Vitamin Cases Consumer Settlement Fund, and was a collaboration between many partners in the community, including many partners within the Healthcare domain.

· Phyllis pointed out that the database has been up for a couple of years now, and throughout this period the interface has changed several times.  The group looked over the website to review the different ways to access the database from the main 211 page.

· Over the past year, Rady Children’s Hospital has been following up with providers to gauge usefulness of the database.  Phyllis reported that although mailings of the survey did not get a high response rate, most doctors have become familiar with the green apple logo and supporting promotional materials, such as the 211 subscription pad.
· She added that we are able to track use of the database; 211 sends a quarterly update on the usage.
	
	

	Update on WIC/OB Project—Possible Expansion & Support for Pocket Resource
	· Jojo Drinkwater of American Red Cross WIC updated the group on the progress of the WIC/OB project, which was presented at the May domain meeting. Outreach and education delivered to obstetric offices/clinics has been taking place throughout this fiscal year.  WIC is required to visit 30 clinics to present information on key messaging OB/GYNs can give to their patients on WIC services and healthy prenatal care; Rady Children’s Hospital has partnered to assist WIC in scheduling presentations at various offices and clinics throughout the region. 
· Jojo highlighted the physician champions, which are the OB/GYNs that have been working with WIC to help other OB/GYNs connect this information to their practice.  These champions are Dr. Shaila Serpas, Dr. Leslie Nurse, Dr. Gutierrez, and Dr. Lacoursiere.

· Jojo reported that the pre- and post-tests given to the physicians and staff in each clinic that receives the WIC presentation.  The results have been positive.
· She also indicated that the project has stirred a lot of interest not only in information related to WIC, but also to the topic at hand, (i.e. discussing gestational weight management with patients).  WIC will not be funded to continue this work next year, but because the resources have been well-received, she wanted to brainstorm with the domain about various ideas to extend the project efforts in some way to obtain funding from additional agencies.  For instance, one idea that the group may choose to pursue is to take the concept of motivational interviewing to bridge obesity prevention messaging across the continuum of care.  Motivational interviewing is a technique that a provider can use to communicate with their patients that allows the patient to choose their own health goals.  

· The group decided to keep this matter as a standing agenda item for this domain, so that project and funding ideas can be brainstormed as a group.
