	Healthy Works Lactation Policy
(Anne Kashiwa)



	· Anne Kashiwa, Lactation Specialist with Healthy Works, made a presentation about lactation policy in schools.  Joining her was Shana Wright, a graduate student at SDSU. 
· Recently, Charles Daleo, Healthy Works stakeholder at SDCOE, wrote a resolution for SDUSD-lactation policy that was passed last week.  The resolution was created to reinforce preexisting policy, but must be communicated to all schools in order for it to be effective.
· Anne discussed the barriers to effective lactation policy in schools; in some cases, there is no written policy but there is a room that would accommodate employees who are breastfeeding.  In other cases, there is a policy, but no adequate space for employees to express their milk.  In other cases, there is neither a policy or a space to accommodate employees and in still in other cases there is both a written policy as well as an adequate space, but there is a lack of communication about it, and employees are unaware.
· Anne and Shana distributed information on “The Lactation Encouragement Resolution” to 250 schools.
· Anne went to CSBA to ask for help with writing lactation policy for districts without it. The public can access CSBA policy when attorneys finalize language and attribution.
· Paige mentioned that the teacher’s union would be a good partner in getting the message out to school employees.  Union is a large part of communications to school employees as they prepare to go on maternity leave.
· Erica directed the group’s attention to the policy clearinghouse page on the COI website, which now contains the majority of the county’s school district wellness policies, as well as a policy analysis that California Project LEAN and HHSA worked on last year.  The analysis looked for language across 24 school health topics.  Recently, COI organized the information in a user-friendly manner so that the public could see which district wellness policies talk about certain health topics, and how they’re framed.  When the CSBA policy becomes available, it can be added to the policy clearinghouse to facilitate promotion.

	6th Biennial Childhood Obesity Conference Sharing
(Committee)
	· The 6th Biennial Childhood Obesity Conference was held in San Diego last week, from June 28 through June 30.  This year attracted the most attendees in the conference’s history.  Several of the partners at the table attended this conference last week and shared noteworthy information with the domain.
· There were several tracks covered, including Agriculture and Food Systems, Basic and Applied Research, Built Environment/Land Use and Transportation, Community Nutrition and Physical Activity, Early Childhood, Marketing to Kids, Healthcare Prevention Strategies, and School/Afterschool.
· Some items that the group discussed include:
· The plight of rural communities and how to work with them
· Coverage of the ‘Health in all Policies’ concept
· “Lessons Learned through CPPW”
· Ron Robert’s opening remarks laid an outline a lot of local work including COI
· Impressive youth representation and engagement 
· Satisfied with the Sugar-loaded beverage presentation and other best practices in marketing healthy foods
· Babycarrots.com was another great marketing example shown at the conference.
· Group was interested in the sessions that covered the science behind nutrition 
· MVPA in school setting covered joint-use which was interesting. Paige said MVPA had local representation.
· Deirdre mentioned some good resources she got at the conference related to the Healthy and Hunger Free Kids Act.  She also cited a success story from one of the communities that was highlighted during one of the school/after-school sessions--Ventura Unified School District has been doing farm-to school activities for 10 years and wellness policy implementation is a part of the principal evaluation.
· Found out that Maine is having a statewide policy limiting junk food marketing to kids in schools.  This success shows that a State attorney general can be an ally in advancing health policy in schools.
· Mention of the Interagency Working Group, which has established some proposed guidelines related to the nutrition of food marketed to children.  This was covered during one of the sessions on marketing to kids.
· Another session, which focused on social marketing, talked about a Facebook game called “Health Seeker” which sounded like a potential resource.
· Deirdre also mentioned the pre-conference farm tour at Suzie’s farm, CSA’s, etc. 
· Potentially will have Suzie’s present at September school’s domain meeting.

· Montgomery Middle School (Linda Vista) has been working to get a community garden going. Bayside and USD are some of the partners. 
· Dk mentioned two grants, Pilot Project for planning a Joint-use garden.   Announcing winners on Friday, 7/22
· Paige attended Urban PE summit in NYC during the third week of July, she said it was one of the better conferences she has been to with this topic as a focus.  The conference put emphasis on improving physical education in urban setting. SDUSD is working on this too.
