	Domain Projects
(Committee)



	· Deirdre Kleske directed the committee to the project list for the domain; copies were provided.  The projects listed are mostly active and ongoing (ongoing meaning they were started in previous years; active means they were started this year)  
· Project updates were:
· Let’s Go Local: School Wellness Policy Recommendations for Gardens, Joint Use and Farm to School     
Guide completed, some outreach done, more outreach to districts revising policies is needed
· After School Resource Directory 				COMPLETE
· Cross-Domain Project: Medical Professional Engagement 
Menu of options for physicians and other healthcare professionals is complete, but much more outreach is needed to engage them in school wellness advocacy.
· Kay Stuckhardt, a district representative of Valley Center, said that her wellness council remains very interested in connecting with a physician. A potential activity for the domain could be to brainstorm and execute ways to promote these resources and continue making connections between physicians and schools.
· The ‘Let’s Go Local’ document contains recommendations for school districts on sample language that could be included in wellness policies to promote gardens, Joint Use and farm-to-school practices.  Some group members expressed a desire for a one-page document that has only the policy language. 
· Deirdre led the discussion on the continuation of school district wellness policy analysis and tracking.  Several districts are revising or have completed revisions to their policies and/or administrative procedures.  The group talked about which districts they were aware of currently engaged in this process:
~ Completed and turned in to Deirdre: Oceanside, San Dieguito,Vista
~ Completed but not received: Bonsall
~Completed and awaiting final board approval: La Mesa/Spring Valley, San Marcos, San Ysidro, Valley Center/Pauma
~ In process or about to start: Chula Vista, Lemon Grove, Mt. Empire, National, South Bay Union.
· Next steps: updating COI School/After-school Policy Clearinghouse with policies and analyses: http://www.ourcommunityourkids.org/resources/policy-clearinghouse.aspx#providers
· Some committee members were curious as to whether the domain scored the wellness policies.  The COI partners only did a content analysis across a variety of coordinated school health topics.  There is a tool called WellSAT, which was developed by the Yale Rudd Center.  It goes through a wellness policy and rates its quality across 5 areas.
· Jenel Lim added that many districts have great web pages dedicated to wellness, even if the same information isn’t necessarily written into the wellness policy.  Deirdre said that because there are many district wellness policies that call for communicating that policy to parents and other stakeholders, districts should be encouraged to make it easy to find the wellness policy on their website, and include other wellness resources.

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	Upcoming Speaker Topics
(Committee)
	· The committee brainstormed some ideas for speakers and topics that could be covered at future domain meetings.  Erica reported that next month there will be a presentation from a representative of Suzie’s Organic Farm in Imperial Beach to discuss “farm-raisers”, which incorporate the idea of community-supported agriculture into school fundraising by having students/PTA sell boxes of fresh, organic produce 
· Other potential ideas:
~Network for a Healthy CA-Kate McDevitt offered to give a presentation on Children’s Power Play! a program that has recently been restructured.
~Potential presentation from Feeding America San Diego in the spring
~A presentation on the parent-led change in school food in the Del Mar School District. 
~The group expressed a general interest in the steps involved in working with vendors to get more healthful foods into the schools; every school has a different budget so recommended steps may vary from school to school.
~Possible presentation from students that have participated in the COI Youth Engagement & Action for Health (YEAH!) program, and how they made changes at their schools
~Some group members agreed that they would like to see a presentation about successful examples of healthy fundraising.  Vanessa Forsythe, the wellness coordinator for San Diego Unified, is known to have some good examples.
~Leticia Gonzalez with SPARK said her staff would be willing to make a presentation on their physical activity resources as well as information on how schools could participate in a fundraising opportunity that they’ve coordinated in partnership with the American Diabetes Association.

	· Deirdre announced that due to some changes in her scope of work, she will be leaving 3 of the 5 wellness councils she sits on.  The councils that will have open seats are: Cajon Valley, Sweetwater Unified, and La Mesa/Spring Valley.  
· Kate McDevitt announced the California Fair Farm Bill Road Trip, which will kick off on August 27 right here in San Diego.  Locally, this effort is underway thanks to Slow Food Urban San Diego, Food and Water Watch and Live Real.  Kate is a representative of Slow Food Urban San Diego as well as the Network.
· Anne Kashiwa announced that the California School Board Association recently completed its lactation accommodation policy language, which can now be promoted to schools that do not have their own lactation accommodation policy.

Curley Palmer reported that Juan Ramirez of WalkSanDiego is helping Imperial Beach School District kick off their year; they are funded this year to implement Safe Routes to School.
