	Healthy Fundraising with Suzie’s Farm
(Katie Mayfield)



	· Community grower Katie Mayfield of Suzie’s Farm presented on farm raisers, which are fundraising programs for schools and non-profits.
· Suzie’s Farm is the southern-most organic farm in the contiguous United States.  It was originally started as a Community-Supported Agriculture farm (CSA farm).  She explained that the purpose of a CSA program is to get shareholders to pre-pay as an investment in the farm to see it through the season.  In return, the shareholders receive weekly boxes of the farm’s harvest.  Now, Suzie’s produce is sold at a number of grocery stores and incorporated into a number of restaurant menus throughout the region.
· Katie explained the purpose of farm raisers, another effort undertaken by Suzie’s to support the health of its community.  A farm raiser places local produce in the hands of a fundraising body (i.e. for schools, a group like the PTA), so that it can sell produce instead of traditional, less healthy fundraising items such as candy.  Suzie’s puts together a smaller version of its CSA box, called a “Good Farm Box,” for schools to sell at a profit.  Like the CSA box, the Good Farm Boxes contain the weekly harvest of Suzie’s farm, but the Good Farm Box can also include fruits and vegetables from other certified organic farms in San Diego County.  Schools or other nonprofit entities purchase the box from Suzie’s, sell the contents, and keep the profit.
· Suzie’s is happy to work with each school to make the farm raiser a success based on their needs. They will take cash, checks, or credit cards from to purchase Good Farm Boxes as a farm raiser.   
· Katie said their first farm raiser was started last year at McKinley Elementary School in North Park. Since then there have been 3 pilot programs and there are now 12 participating schools and one preschool across the county.
· Suzie’s Farm just completed a toolkit that provides the steps to start and maintain a farm raiser program. 
· Vanessa Zajfen, Farm to School Coordinator with SD Unified, commented that some schools use the funds toward something specific, such as the library, while the PTA runs the program at other schools.
· Deirdre spoke with the school nurse who started the program at McKinley and she provided some details about logistics and how much money was made. 
· Some group members were curious about Katie’s suggestions for approaching schools with this type of fundraising program.  Katie suggested approaching the school with an offer to help get the program started as many schools are short-staffed.
· She added that Suzie’s Farm conducts farm tours, so schools and community groups may book a tour.  They take up to 50 people per tour.
· Suzie’s Farm will take cash, checks, or credit cards from schools/community entities that would like to purchase Good Farm Boxes to do a farm raiser.   
· Katie also announced that Suzie’s Farm would be hosting a number of events in celebration of fall, including an Autumnal Equinox Dinner.  
· Cheryl said that the COI is hosting a legislative breakfast that will be hosted at Suzie’s Farm in late October.  The COI Government domain hosts a legislative breakfast biannually, and this one will focus on the relationship between food, the economy, and jobs.

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	Project Updates
(Committee)
	· Deirdre discussed the continuation of school district wellness policy analysis and tracking.  Several districts are revising or have completed revisions to their policies and/or administrative procedures.  This project was introduced at the September Leadership Council meeting and the council felt this resource should be publicized to the community.  
· Some committee members were curious as to whether the domain scored the wellness policies.  The COI partners only did a content analysis across a variety of coordinated school health topics.  There is a tool called WellSAT, developed by the Yale Rudd Center, that allows users to rate the strength and comprehensiveness of a wellness policy and rates cross 5 areas.
· The group touched on Chula Vista Elementary School District’s recent BMI data collection, in which height and weight measurement data were collected for 25,000 out of the 28,000 children PreK-6.  This is the only district to do this; it is also the only local district that is known to hold its principals accountable for carrying out health and fitness measures within the schools.

	· State Superintendent Tom Torlakson recently released a “Blue Print for Great Schools.” This is the first statewide plan from the CA Dept. of Education to include nutrition/PE as one of the 9 major focus areas of accountability for school administrations.
· Heather Troska of the Dairy Council of CA announced that they are helping families start or strengthen a commitment to family meals with a campaign called the “Eat Better, Eat Together Pledge.”  The goal is to serve well-balanced meals with all the food groups and eat together as often as possible. After pledging, participants will receive tips and meal suggestions with recipes and can complete a post-pledge survey in November to be entered to win free groceries.
· Katie Judd of HHSA East Region announced that The National Association of Latino Elected and Appointed Officials (NALEO) Educational Fund, the Safe Routes to School National Partnership, the County of San Diego, Health and Human Services Agency and WalkSanDiego, are collaborating to provide elected officials with information on local policies that support Safe Routes to School (SRTS) and best practices on successful SRTS programs where we hope to highlight local examples from throughout the county.  This event will be held on October 12 at the HHSA Complex on Rosecrans Street.
