· Heather Ferguson is with Children’s Home Society of CA.  She initially connected with the Initiative through the Early Childhood domain.  
· Dr. Kevin O’Leary is doing his pediatric residency at Rady Children’s Hospital.
	
	

	Feeding Kids Programs/Nutrition Banking
 (Rich Easter, Feeding America SD)



	· Rich Easter, Program Manager for Feeding America San Diego, presented on some of Feeding America San Diego’s programs and concepts.
· He explained that as the upcoming fiscal year approaches, Feeding America SD will undergo an organizational shift, focusing more on nutrition banking rather than simply food banking.  He explained that this simply means that FASD will use discretion when determining what types of foods it will accept for distribution, based on the nutritional content of the food items.  Rich gave the example of having a policy to not accept soda or candy donations.
· Rich said that FASD will distribute approximately 18 million pounds of food this year, serving approx. 73,000 people per week.
· He described Feeding America’s programs, with focus on the programs that target children.  The ‘Feeding Kids’ Initiative includes the Farm 2 Kids, Backpack and new School Pantry programs. The School Pantry program is currently in its pilot phase, funded by Target and Newman’s Own.  
· There are three areas of focus for FY11-12 to transition to Nutrition Banking: a Nutrition Policy Council, the California Association of Food Banks (CAFB) Champions for Change program, and the Food Smarts Training Program.
· The Nutrition Policy Council (NPC), funded through Mazon and Kaiser Permanente,will proactively direct the procurement and distribution of food for FASD.
· The CAFB Champions for Change partnership with the Network for a Healthy CA aims to increase availability and accessibility of nutrition education to low-income populations through cooking demonstrations, nutrition education classes, and other programming. 
· The Food Smarts Training Program:  FASD has partnered with San Francisco-based Leah’s Pantry to conduct a nutrition education train-the-trainer curriculum for its agencies.  There will be a pilot training in City Heights in early January and will include sessions taught by health professionals and registered dietitians.  
· Rich mentioned that the desired outcome from this work would be an increase in the fresh produce they distribute, from 37% to 40%.
· The group wondered how many school pantries FASD manages, and Rich said that currently, there are 11.  
· Rich also talked a bit about the “client choice” model that they offer at some of their distribution sites that allows families to select what foods they need. This increases the consumption of donated food and allows children to take home larger quantities of food to share with their families.  
· In regards to other food assistance resources, Rich said that FASD has a CalFresh division, to help screen its clients for food assistance eligibility.
· In addition, FASD has also employed a Hunger Corps member to work on a service gap analysis of the free and reduced lunch program in San Diego County.

	Announcements
	· Deirdre discussed a marketing research study at Cornell University has found that many low and no-cost ways to increase consumption of healthy foods in school cafeterias. For example placement and display of fruit greatly determines how many students choose and consume fruit.  
· Mindy Swanson, Healthy Works/COI/CHIP Food Policy Consultant, reported that she is working with 4 school/community partnerships planning joint use gardens.  The schools and partners are:  Montgomery Middle School/Linda Vista, Helix Charter High School/City of La Mesa, Springall Academy/San Carlos United Methodist Church, and La Mirada Elementary School/Wild Willow Farm & Ed. Ctr.
· Kate McDevitt announced The Children’s Initiative “Touching Minds, Shaping Futures” semi-annual conference for after-school professionals. She also announced that Slow Food Urban San Diego will be hosting a Thanksgiving Dinner at UCSD with locally-raised turkeys, made possible in partnership with UCSD’s 4H club.
· Kate reminded the group that UC Berkley Center for Weight & Health is working with the Network for a Healthy CA to evaluate the Children’s Power Play! Campaign, which Kate manages for San Diego/Imperial Counties.  The evaluation will examine this program at 40 schools; her team has spent the past few months enrolling low-income schools resulting in 43 participating schools.
· Vanessa Forsythe, Wellness Coordinator with SDUSD, announced that she will present at the January domain meeting on her work to engage parents in support of healthier school environments.
